Andre Iguodala is an American professional basketball player who last played for

the Golden State Warriors of the National Basketball Association (NBA). The swingman was
an NBA All-Star in 2012 and was named to the NBA All-Defensive Team twice. He has won
four NBA championships with the Golden State Warriors and was named the NBA Finals
Most Valuable Player (MVP) in 2015. He was also a member of the U.S. national team at

the 2010 FIBA World Championship and 2012

Summer Olympics, winning the gold medal both times.

He was acquired by Golden State in 2013. In 2014-15, he became a reserve for the first time
in his career, but played a major role. He captured the Finals MVP after returning to

the starting lineup in the middle of the championship series. After three championships and
five trips to the Finals with the Warriors, Iguodala had a two-year stint with the Miami Heat,
with whom he reached his sixth straight Finals in 2020. He returned to the Warriors in 2021
and won his fourth NBA championship the same

season, in limited playing time.

Tom Kite won 19 PGA Tour victories. He currently plays the over 50s champions
Tour, with 10 victories, including one senior major, the Countrywide Tradition. In
1989 Kite was named PGA of America Player of the Year. In 1981 The Golf Writers
Association named him Player of the Year. In 1981 and 1982, he won the Vardon
Trophy and was Golf Digest Rookie of the Year in 1973. Kite was inducted into the
World Golf Hall of Fame in 2004.

In his PGA Tour career, Greg Norman won two majors, finished in second place eight
times in majors, and won 89 tournaments, including 20 PGA Tour events. He was
ranked No. 1 for 331 weeks in the 1980s and 1990s. Norman, from Australia, captured
five Australian Open victories. He won the Vardon Trophy for the lowest scoring
average on the PGA Tour three ties: 1989, 1990, and 1994, and was inducted into the
World Golf Hall of Fame in 2001.

Phil Mickelson, who currently plays the LIV Golf League, has won 45 PGA Tour
events, including six major championships, two PGA Championships, and one Open
Championship in 2013.

Mickelson became the oldest major championship winner in history at age 50,
winning the PGA Championship in 2021 at Kiawah Island Golf Resort in South
Carolina.

Phil Mickelson was inducted into the World Golf of Fame in 2012.

Mr. Hansel is a United States Marine Corps veteran serving from 2010 to 2014
as a 3521 motor transportation mechanic with 2"? pattalion 10™ Marines field
artillery at Camp Lejeune in North Carolina. While stationed with 2/10, Mr.
Hansel was deployed to Afghanistan in 2012 to support Operation Enduring
Freedom. After Mr. Hansel left the Marines, he became a heavy diesel
mechanic in Charlotte, NC working on semi-trucks. Mr. Hansel decided after
two years to pursue gunsmith school in North Carolina. In October of 2017, Mr.
Hansel suffered a spinal cord injury dislocating his C4 and C5 vertebrae,
becoming paralyzed from the chest down. Mr. Hansel left North Carolina in
2020 and joined the Palo Alto VA healthcare system. Mr. Hansel became a PVA
board member in 2022 and is excited about the opportunities that await him in
the future.

He played college baseball at Indiana
State University.

While attending Indiana State, Manaea was named the best prospect in the Cape Cod
Baseball League in 2012. The Kansas City Royals selected Manaea with the 34th pick
in the 2013 MLB draft, and traded him to the

Athletics during the 2015 season. He debuted in MLB in 2016, and pitched a no-
hitter on April 21, 2018. Oakland traded Manaea to the Padres before the 2022 sea-
son.

On December 16, 2022, Manaea signed a two-year, $25 million contract with the San
Francisco Giants.
